1. Chairman opens the meeting

At 2005 hours the Chairman opened the meeting.

2. Apologies

Apologies were received from Roy Tutill (Wollaton).

3. Minutes from the last meeting

The Chairman read out the minutes of the last AGM.

4. Matters arising

There were no matters arising from the last AGM.

£25 was donated to the British Heart Foundation in respect of George Goddard.

A grant of approximately £200 for deaf children was too difficult to administer between two suppliers so the increased amount was made to the Early Learning Centre.

5. Treasurer’s report

Presentation evening raffle, suggest a £20 gift to auditors.  Proposed by Paul “Spider” Wilkinson (Oakleigh), seconded by Steve Butler (Stadium).

6. Secretary’s report

Numerous enquiries with several clubs, quite a few showed interest but none had turned up at AGM.

Paul “Spider” Wilkinson (Oakleigh Lodge) suggested liaison with Bob Wright/Pete Trout at Bulwell for list of contacts in the Bulwell league.  With a view to raising more teams. 

7. Any other business

Paul “Spider” Wilkinson (Oakleigh Lodge) suggested a new format to accommodate 6 man teams, ie. 3 singles and 1 double per team home and away.  This was carried 8-1 (Arnold abstained).

The current Committee were re-elected en-bloc.

The league handicapping system from last season would be scrapped.  Bash Maqsood, Chris Winter, Andy Spiers and Tony Hart would be handicapped as previous in the Singles, Doubles and Cup Competitions only.
