1. Chairman opens the meeting

5. Treasurer’s report

6. Secretary’s report

The results of the competitions were announced.

It was agreed that new trophies could be purchased for the Plate and the Knockout Cup.

7. Any other business

The meeting discussed whether there would be a presentation evening this year.  The Chairman stated that if there was not a presentation it would probably be the first time in the history of the league that no presentation evening was held, which would be very sad.

There were still two matches outstanding which had been postponed during the season.  It was agreed that these would not be played but that the match fees would still be paid, namely £10 from Sherwood, £5 from Lenton and £5 from Pegasus.
