1. Chairman opens the meeting

At 2005 hours the Chairman opened the meeting.

2. Apologies

Apologies were received from Spider (Oakleigh Lodge).

3. Minutes from the last meeting

The Chairman read out the minutes of the last AGM.

4. Matters arising

There were no matters arising from the last AGM.

5. Re-election of Officers

Dennis Peet, the secretary, stated that he intended to stand down after a period of 9 years in the post.  However, he expressed his wish to continue to help run the league in some capacity.

Alan Cunningham (Arnold) proposed that Vice Chairman, Steve Butler, take over as secretary and that Dennis becomes the new Vice Chairman.  Clary Plowman (Stadium) seconded this proposal and the meeting were in agreement.

Dennis Peet was thanked for his hard work and dedication over the last 9 years.

6. Proposals for rule changes

Seven proposals were made for changes to the league rules.  The meeting voted on the proposals one at a time and the following four rule amendments were approved:

(1) Knockout Cup and Plate

In the Knockout Cup and Plate competitions, personal player handicaps will be scrapped, with the exception of main tour professionals such as Michael Holt who will still be required to give 50 points start.

(2) League, Knockout Cup & Plate

If there are enough players and if both team captains agree, teams can elect to play 4 singles games at each venue (instead of 3 singles and a pairs frame).  If both captains are not in agreement the final frame will be a pairs frame.

(3) New Singles Competition

A new singles competition will be played where all players will play off scratch regardless of ability.  Main tour professionals will not be allowed to enter.

(4) Player Handicaps

Once all entries are in for the singles and pairs handicap competitions, a handicap committee comprising of 3 people will sit to decide the individual player handicaps that will apply for the duration of the competitions.

The members of the handicap committee must be from different clubs to ensure fairness and they must have a good knowledge of players’ abilities.

The decision of the handicap committee will be final.

In addition a further rule change was implemented that affects the Pairs competition:

(5) Pairs Competition

The handicap of a pair in the pairs competition will equate to the handicap of the better player, eg. Player 1 (+7 handicap) Player 2 (+21 handicap), the pair will be given a +7 handicap.

7. Treasurer’s report

All box money had been paid, totalling £1,615 for the season.

The balance sheet showed a surplus of income over expenditure of £567.89.  This was mainly due to the increased box money received as a result of the increase from £4 to £5 per match.

Trophies had cost less this season compared to 2005/06 thanks to the Treasurer securing a good deal with the supplier.

The Treasurer reminded teams that they were entitled to a maximum of 10 trophies.  Any additional trophies over this amount would have to be paid for.

The meeting agreed to a proposal by the Treasurer regarding charitable donations.  The committee can approve donations of up to £100 at any time without having to wait for the next league meeting for approval.

8. Secretary’s report

The 2006/07 season was declared a success.

As far as the Secretary was aware no teams had withdrawn from the league for the 2007/08 season.

West Bridgford RBL have changed their name to The Rutland Club and the team will be known as this from now on.

Sadly, Hillcrest Social Club closed down during the season but both teams will continue as Sherwood Social Club “B” (formerly Hillcrest “A”) and City Hospital Leisure Centre (formerly Hillcrest “B”).

Three new teams had been confirmed for the 2007/08 season thus far.  They are:

Lenton Liberal Club “B”

EMI Snooker Ltd (Ilkeston)

Phoenix Cue Sports (Eastwood)

Two more teams had also shown an interest:

Peoples Hall

Eastwood & District Conservative Club

These two teams will be chased for a decision.
