1. Chairman opens the meeting

At 2015 hours the Chairman opened the meeting.

2. Apologies

Apologies were received from Kwok Yip (BCI) and John Cyrek (Cotgrave).

3. Minutes from the last meeting

The minutes of the last meeting were read by the Chairman.

4. Matters arising

The Secretary stated that he had contacted EMI to see if they were continuiing in the league as they had postponed their opening fixture.  Marcus Pollard, the team manager, said he had sorted out the problem and the team would be continuing.

Regarding the donation to Kaya Jackson, the Secretary had tried to get a discount from the supplier but due to the relatively small value of items, a discount could not be given.

5. Treasurer’s report

Monies were starting to come in from teams for the current season and there were no problems on the financial side.

6. Secretary’s report

All teams had fulfilled their fixtures so far with the exception of EMI (versus Arnold B and Lenton B) and City Hospital (versus EMI).  However, EMI v Arnold B was re-arranged and had now been played, and City Hospital v EMI is currently being re-arranged and will probably be played on a Monday night.

Entry forms for singles and pairs competitions were handed in to the Secretary.  A Handicap Committee was set up comprising of Wayne Bilbie, Alan Cunningham and Dennis Peet.  The new Committee met after the meeting to determine player handicaps for the 2007/08 season.

7. Any other business

The Chairman suggested that teams should think about laying on sandwiches during their matches which could be eaten during a 5 minute interval.  This would help players from different clubs to get to know each other.

The miss rule was discussed again due to some instances where players had possibly played a deliberate miss.  It was suggested that the miss rule could be incorporated into division 1 next season as the players are generally of a high enough standard to implement it.  It would obviously depend on matches having a referee and could be waived at the discretion of both players.  This will be voted upon at the next AGM.

Some teams have not been providing referees for their matches.  The Secretary said he would remind teams of this rule.
