1. Chairman opens the meeting

At 2010 hours the Chairman opened the meeting.

2. Apologies

Apologies were received from Geoff Merry (Mapperley).

3. Minutes from the last meeting

The minutes of the last meeting were read by the Chairman and these were accepted as a true record of the meeting and approved.

4. Matters arising

The Secretary informed the meeting that he sent a letter to Geoff Merry of Mapperley Community Centre reminding them of the need to provide referees for their matches.  He was not aware of any further problems in this regard since the letter was sent out.

The Secretary and Treasurer informed the meeting that a swimming pool and garden furniture set were purchased for Edward Bright and his family.  These items had now been presented to the family and Edward was delighted with his swimming pool which he is very much looking forward to using as soon as the weather warms up.

The Chairman raised the option of issuing cash prizes instead of individual trophies in respect of team competitions.  This was also discussed at the last meeting.  The matter was put to the vote and it was unanimously decided that cash prizes would be paid out from the current 2007/08 season onwards.  It was also agreed that additional perpetual challenge trophies would be purchased where necessary.

Cheques will be paid to team captains at the presentation evening and the captain can agree with his team members what they want to spend the money on, eg. individual trophies, team plaque, night out etc.  This system will relieve the Treasurer of the yearly burden of buying, engraving and collecting trophies.

5. Treasurer’s report

The Treasurer informed the meeting that he had collected more match fees prior to the meeting but there was still a little more due from some teams.  The leagues financial position was still very healthy.

6. Secretary’s report

The Secretary congratulated the teams finishing 1st, 2nd and 3rd in both divisions and he commented that the season had been very successful and one of the closest and most exciting finishes ever.

The situation regarding the unplayed fixture between Wollaton and Mapperley was discussed and it was agreed that it was caused by a misunderstanding.

7. Any other business

Alan Cunningham (Arnold) suggested that the league purchase 8 VIP tickets to a Jimmy White v Alex Higgins exhibition match in Sheffield on 8th May.  He suggested that a draw could be made and the four teams drawn out of the hat could then have 2 seats each.  The meeting voted against this proposal and it was suggested that the league looks at holding its own exhibition instead where everyone would have a chance to attend.  The Committee stated that they would look into this for the future.

Mike Langdon (Pegasus) suggested that something like a golf day could be held and this could possibly be followed by the presentation of trophies and prizes.  Again, the Committee agreed to look into this.

The Secretary requested that a donation be made to “Little Liam”, details of which have already been posted on the website forum.  Liam suffers from a condition known as MOPD 2 and his family are trying to raise money to go to the USA so that they can meet specialists in the condition.  The meeting agreed that the league would donate £250 to Liam’s fund.

The Secretary has received feedback during the season from a number of players who dislike playing the pairs frame.  He suggested that the format be changed to five singles frames instead.  The majority of representatives at the meeting stated that they like playing the pairs frames and it was therefore agreed that the format remain unchanged.

Zeb Ahmed (Peoples Hall) suggested that each club could have charity collection boxes for Nazareth House Snooker League so that even more money can be raised for charity.  Everyone agreed that this was an excellent idea and the Secretary stated that he would look into purchasing some.
